1. FAAA The 8th Inter-U Bowling Competition is organized by The Federation of Australian Alumni Associations (FAAA) & Swinburne Alumni Association Hong Kong (“The organizers”) that to be held as follows:

Venue: Hong Kong Bowling City, G/F, EMAX, KITEC (Kowloon Bay International Trade & Exhibition Centre), Kowloon Bay, HK.
2. Joining Fee: 

Team/ Players:
Teams of 4 players at HK$220 per player  



Fee includes two (2) bowling games (including shoes hire) & snacks
Guests:

Guests who would like to participate in bowling practise together with



snacks will be charged at HK$100.00 per person. 
3. Detail of Application:

a. Members of the FAAA shall organize their own representing teams with 4 players each team. Each team may consist of single or both genders at members’ discretion. 

b. Each player must be a valid individual member of the alumni association he/ she is representing of which that alumni association has to be a valid member of FAAA.

c. All teams / players have to be registered with Swinburne Alumni on or before the closing date, the 19 March 2013, Tuesday. Registration Form should be sent to the designated persons of Swinburne Alumni via email together with the proof of payment (e.g. bank-in-slip).

Guests also need to be registered with Swinburne Alumni as per clause 3c. 
d. FAAA: HSBC account 083-368860-002 under the name of Federation of Australia Alumni Associations Hong Kong Ltd
4. Awards and Prizes are set as follows: 
(i)  The Winner Team:

One Trophy Cup for the Winner team, and trophies for 
 every team member

(ii) The Best Male Player:

An individual trophy 
(iii)The Best Female Player:
An individual trophy 

5. General rules & conditions:

a. Each player will play two (2) games and the total score will be countable for The Best Male and The Best Female Player Competition.

b. The total score of the 4 players in the team, ie 8 games altogether, will be countable for The Best Team Competition.
c. No handicap will be considered for either individual or team in the competition. Player(s) is/are not allowed to change team once the competition started.
d. Competition will start at 10:30 am. Teams/players are required to register at the FAAA reception desk before 10:15am. 
e. Three lanes will be available for players to practice as from 10:15 am. An additional lane will also be available for guests to enjoy fun bowling.
f. Shall there be any dispute arises regarding to any score result; the organizer has the absolute right to make the final decision.  

6. The organizers shall not be responsible for any damage, injury and/or loss of property caused by the players or guests to the venue and/or to any participants at the venue, includes but not limit to other players, guests, customers and any third party on site regardless such act is done deliberately, intentionally or unintentionally.
7. The organizers are not liable to any legal consequence as a result of any act done by either the players or guests as stated in clause 6.
8. The whole team will be disqualified should any of their team player(s) was/were found to be not fulfilling the requirement as stated in clause 3b, regardless whether or not the rest of the team player(s) is/are qualified to participate, together with the cancellation of any result being achieved in any of the events on the date of the tournament.
9. The organizer has the absolute right to request any title winner, team and/or individual, and their Alumni Association to forward proof of membership shall there be any complaints of violation of clause 3b.
10. Any winning title(s), either team or individual, shall be forfeited if the complaints raised in clause 9 was found to be truth. Any trophy and/or prize(s) must be returned to the organizer immediately upon request.
11. The organizer shall re-announce the new winner(s) by writing to all FAAA members shall the condition stated in clause 10 has to be taken.
